The volunteer would need to deliver to areas which have not been requested by or assigned to 
legislators or other volunteers.  We would do our very best to accommodate  your request.

Phone Calling 
 
Any calls to legislators or other groups which might be prospects to gain buy-in on the 917 
Society projects.  This might also include school contacts to either gain buy-in or set up 
delivery of constitutions..  We would provide a calling script for volunteer callers and, in most 
cases, there would also be a list of those who we wish to contact.

Preparing Postcard/Mailing Publications
